Ann to 50cm, hairy stems & lvs, Ivs in 3s, very showy yellow fl Su-Au, cylindrical pods. Sow Sp. Zone 8.

25cm straggly ann, lobed/deeply cut lvs, yellow fl with black centres Sp-Su, inflated calyx as fruit ripens, damp areas. Sow Sp. Zone 8.

Ann to 30cm, masses of large bright yellow daisy fl Su, Su growing, showy. Sow Sp. Zone 8.

Leucas martinicensis (Lamiaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt

Lobelia erinus (Lobeliaceae) us$ 3.50 per Pkt
"Wild lobelia", 10-80cm erect/straggling ann, blue/violet/pink/white fl all yr. Sow Au/Sp. Zone 7.

Lobelia jasionoides (Lobeliaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Low growing mat-forming annual, small lvs, dense heads of very small lilac & white fl Sp - Su. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Monopsis unidentata (Lobeliaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt

Nemesia affinis (Scrophulariaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Ann to 30cm, toothed Ivs, racemes of white, white or blue fl Sp. Sow Au. Zone 8. Mixed colours available.

"Bloubekkie", 8-35cm ann, tinted blue & white fl Sp. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Wahlenbergia annularis (Campanulaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
50cm ann, large pale blue fl Sp-Su. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Wahlenbergia capensis (Campanulaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
15-80cm erect ann, large blue fl Sp-Su. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Wahlenbergia exilis (Campanulaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt

Ann, branching from base, hairy stems with narrow lvs, loose clusters of tubular blue fl with spreading petals Sp. Sow Au. Zone 8.

To 50cm ann, undulate leaves, blue/mauve bell-like fl Su. Sow Sp. Zone 7.

Zaluzianskya capensis (Scrophulariaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
40 cm erect ann, narrow leaves, long-tubed white fl with red reverse, opening late afternoon Au-Su. Sow Sp/Au. Zone 7.

Zaluzianskya vallispiscis (Scrophulariaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt

"Fish River Valley drumsticks", ann to 15cm, toothed hairy lvs, dense spikes white to pale mauve fl with yellow centre and coppery orange reverse
Au-Sp. Sow Sp. Zone 8.



Zaluzianskya violaceae (Scrophulariaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Branching ann to 15cm, dentate hairy lvs, fl in shades of mauve with yellow centre Sp. Sow Sp. Zone 8.

Androcymbium capense (Colchicaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Prostrate, long leaves with wavy edges, green bracts enclose cream fl Wi-Sp, coastal, sandy soil, pot. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Androcymbium capense ? (Colchicaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Green bracts, identification not confirmed. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Androcymbium ciliolatum (Colchicaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Prostrate, 2-3 long leaves with fringed margins, fl enclosed by white bracts at ground level Sp, sand. Sow Au. Zone 7.

Androcymbium dregei (Colchicaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Short-stemmed geophyte, sublinear leaves, 1 or 2 fl enclosed by green bracts Wi. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Androcymbium eucomoides (Colchicaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Prostrate, green bracts, fl Wi-Sp. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Androcymbium latifolium (old name A pulchrum) (Colchicaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt

Drosera trinervia (Droseraceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt

Abrus laevigatus (Fabaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Climber, pale purple to yellowish fl Sp-Au, forests & riverbanks. Sow Sp. Zone 9.

Abrus precatorius (Fabaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt

"Lucky Bean creeper"”, climber with long twining stems & short sprays of small mauve fl, clustered pods splitting open to display shiny red-and-black
seeds, med. Sow Sp. Zone 9.

Asparagus angusticladus (Asparagaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
Climber to 3m, large "thorns", white fl Sp. Sow Sp. Zone 9.

Asparagus ovatus (Asparagaceae) US$ 3.50 per Pkt

0.9m, bright red slightly sticky tubular fl all yr, attractive. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Erica abietina ssp constantiana (= E. conica) (Ericaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
35cm, deep pink-red cone-shaped fl Wi-Sp, cut fl. Sow Au. Zone 8.

Erica algida (Ericaceae) uss$ 3.50 per Pkt
40-60cm, rigid branches, clusters of pinkish/red-purple fl with hairy corollas, high altitudes, Su rain. Sow Sp. Zone 7.

Erica algida ? (Ericaceae) uss 3.50 per Pkt
